A product created to fill  a need. 
In 2004, Melony Lee was looking for a way to travel with her first kitten, Bengal Rawl Rawl, but was disappointed by 
the existing products offered in the market. Inspired by a commitment to her pet and a passion for design, Melony 
and fellow Art Center College of Design graduate, Michael Leung, focused on researching and developing an ideal 
carrier prototype for Rawl Rawl to test.  
 
The result was better than expected. Rawl Rawl adapted to the flexible travel environment with ease and enthusiasm. 
Yet as enthusiastic as Rawl Rawl was about her new environment, wherever she traveled in it, pet owners were even 
more enthusiastic to see this new invention. 
 
This unexpected reaction prompted Michael and Melony to make it a commercial product. Setting on a course to 
“perfect the design,” the partners went through more than a dozen revisions before finally achieving a product to 
their high standards for design and functionality. When the design was almost finalized after a year and a half, the 
two decided to join forces with another Art Center College of Design graduate, Greg Mote. The threesome 
formalized their partnership by forming a company called Meowme in 2005 and naming its new invention 
“Sleepypod.” Meowme officially changed its company name to Sleepypod in September 2008.  
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What is a mobile pet bed? 
A mobile pet bed is both a pet bed and a carrier. Sleepypod is unique to the market in that it is a pet bed consisting 
of ultra plush bedding surrounded by a luggage-grade ballistic nylon base that easily becomes a carrier by zipping a 
mesh dome around the base and attaching a shoulder strap. In a car, Sleepypod becomes a safe car seat for a pet by 
securing a lap belt through a loop and a shoulder belt through the handle. Aboard an airplane, Sleepypod Mini fits 
comfortably under an airline seat. On the road and at your destination away from home, a pet remains in its own 
bed through the entire journey.

Sleepypod, the crash test, and buckling-up for pet safety. 
Sleepypod understands the importance of pets in their owners’ lives. That is why Sleepypod hired JARI, Japan 
Automobile Research Institute, (http://www.jari.or.jp/en/) to test the crash-worthiness of its award-winning 
Sleepypod and Sleepypod Mini mobile pet carriers.  
 
Tests were implemented in crashes at speeds of 20 m.p.h., 25 m.p.h., and 30 m.p.h. Currently, there is no legal 
standard for crash-worthiness of carriers or car restraint systems for pets. A likely analogy is the standard set for the 
crash-worthiness of child safety seats. The current requirements of the Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standard 
(FMVSS) No. 213, which subjects child safety seats to the decelerations they would experience in a severe vehicle 
crash, is that all child safety seats manufactured for use in the United States must pass a 30 m.p.h. frontal crash test. 
The results? The tested Sleepypod and Sleepypod Mini models withstood crashes of speeds up to 25 m.p.h. 
 
After consulting with JARI on ways to improve the Sleepypod and Sleepypod Mini mobile pet bed designs so as to 
achieve safety standards closer to those set for child safety seats, Sleepypod introduced new versions of its 
Sleepypod and Sleepypod Mini with modifications to make the products even more secure in an automobile. Videos 
of the simulated crash tests conducted on Sleepypod and Sleepypod Mini can be viewed at 
http://sleepypod.com/safety.

Many cats and dogs associate travel with negative experiences such as a trip to the vet or kennel. Sleepypod Mini 
allows a pet to travel safely in the comfort of its own bed, thereby reducing stress associated with travel because 
Sleepypod Mini is already a trusted part of your pet’s life. 
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Four seasons system of accessories for climate control. 
Sleepypod, and the smaller Sleepypod Mini, can be augmented with a four seasons system of accessories to include 
Air Mesh hammock bedding to help keep a pet cool in warmer climates, a plug-in Warmer unit that slips below the 
Ultra Plush bedding to help keep a pet warm in cooler climates, and Cloudpuff pet blanket fit for any climate. 
 

   
 
A revolution in air travel. 
When Sleepypod introduced Sleepypod Air in 2009, it introduced a revolutionary carrier that would change pet 
travel aboard an airplane. Airline regulations regarding pets in the airplane cabin are not created equal. Each airline 
has its own rules, to include its own restrictions on the maximum pet carrier size a passenger may take aboard an 
airplane. Sleepypod Air solves this size restriction dilemma. A patent-pending, folding base design allows it to fit in 
the space below a range of airline seats during the restricted times of takeoff and landing. Once you are free to 
recline your seat, simply slide Sleepypod Air from under the seat and expand the carrier so your pet is allowed the 
largest space possible space while the plane is in the air. At your destination, Sleepypod Air’s ultra plush bedding 
serves as a pet bed away from home.
